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Introduction to lesson
* Bring a hen's egginto the classroom. Have the children handle it. Have the
following discussion:
> This egg was laid by a hen
This egg does not contain a chick because it was not fertilised.
What does it feel like/look like/smelllike?
What will happen if you crack open this egg? What will you see inside?

Are all birds' eggs the same size and colour?

What bird would lay a very large/very small egg?
What does the mother bird need to do to make an egg hatch? (Siton it and
incubateit.)

Crack the egg onto a plate and let the children examine the yolk, the white,
and the broken shell.

Body of lesson
= Have the children name other animals that lay eggs. Make a list on the IWB.
« Talk about the animals on the page that lay eggs.
Crocodile
> The female crocodile lays her eggs on the ground and buries them to protect
them from other animals that like to eat them. The female crocodile and
sometimes the male stay close to the eggs to protect them.

Baby crocodiles inside the eggs make sounds to call their mother.
When the mother hears the sounds of the baby crocodiles, she digs up the
eggs to help them hatch. Then she takes the baby crocodiles to the water. The
babies eat mostly insects.
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Snake

> Most types of snake lay eggs. Their shells are soft, unlike a chicken egg. The
parents do not stay with the eggs. The babies are left on their own to hatch
and look for food.
Turtle

> Some typesof turtleslay eggs n the sand on the beach and leave them to
hatch on their own. The young turtles burrow out of the sand and scramble to
the water while trying to avoid being eaten by sea birds.

Swan

> The male and female swan build a big nest for their eggs. They are very
protective of them and hiss and flap their wings at anyone who comes too
close. The female sits on the eggs for 6 weeks and then baby cygnets hatch.
The swan s a very good mother and minds her babies until they are strong
enough to look after themselves.

BN Children will enjoy doing this simple experiment with an egg:
Aistear
« Pose the question: How strong do you think an eggshellis?
« Askthe children to give reasons for their answers. Ask them what they think
will happen if you hold an egg very tightly in your hands.
Tell the children that now you are going to allow each child to squeeze an
egg as hard as they can. To be on the safe side place a basin under the egg as
the child is squeezing it. (Teacher, try this at home first - you will be surprised
atthe result! Hold an egg between your palms so that each end of the egg
i touching a palm. Push the ends of the egg using your palms only. The egg
will not break.) When the children have all had a go, pose the same question
again: How strong is an egg shell?
Be mindful that some children may have an egg allergy and so should not
take part in this activity.
