e On arrival children will go directly to their classrooms via their designated entry point.
e Pupils should only be dropped at the school during their designated drop off slot.
e No children can be dropped to school before 9am.
e Staff will be at the drop off points to guide children to their entry doors.
e ltis important that drop off and pick up are done both quickly and safely while at all times

adhering to 2m distance as per government guidelines.
e There should be no congregation at the school gates.

When to keep your child at home
Do not send your child to school if any of the following is true.
Your child has:
e atemperature of 38 degrees Celsius or more
e any other common symptoms of coronavirus - a new cough, loss or changed sense of
taste or smell, or shortness of breath
been in close contact with someone who has tested positive for coronavirus
been living with someone who is unwell and may have coronavirus

When it’s okay to send your child to school
It's usually okay to send your child to school if they:
e only have nasal symptoms, such as a runny nose or a sneeze
e do not have a temperature of 38 degrees Celsius or more (as long as their temperature
has not been lowered by taking any form of paracetamol or ibuprofen)
do not have a cough
have not been in close contact with anyone who has coronavirus
do not live with anyone who is unwell and may have coronavirus

Dealing with a Suspected Case in School
e |f your child develops symptoms during the school day, they will be brought to a separate
room to other students.
Their temperature will be taken.
Parents will be contacted to collect the child.
Parents should contact their GP who will advise the next steps to be taken.

School Response to a Confirmed Covid-19 Case
e The HSE will inform any staff or parents of children who have come into close contact
with a diagnosed case via the contact tracing process.
e The HSE will contact all relevant persons where a diagnosis of Covid -19 is made.
e The instructions of the HSE should be followed and pupil and staff confidentiality is
essential at all times.
The three points above are taken directly from the Dept. of Education guidance to schools and
will be strictly followed in the event of a confirmed case.
